The Prelude  
 
The music played as your guests arrive and are seated is known as the prelude.  The first guests often arrive about 30 
minutes before the ceremony begins, and their entrance is my cue to begin playing.  Prelude music announces that 
the ceremony will begin shortly and also creates a warm and relaxed atmosphere for guests as they mingle.  For many 
of your family and friends your wedding is also something of a reunion, therefore my music is played at the correct 
volume for easy conversation.  For formal church weddings specific hymns and classical pieces are popular prelude 
choices.  In other locations a range of light classical and well loved romantic songs are often requested.  The choice is 
yours! 
 
The Processional  
 
This is the uniquely special moment when you, the bride, walk down the aisle. The walk itself may be as short as 30 
seconds or up to 5 minutes, depending on the location.  When there are a large number of bridesmaids a separate 
piece is often chosen for their entrance.  The music to accompany you can be anything you wish: a sweeping classical 
piece, a modern pop song I have arranged at your request or even flamenco.  There are no rules and you choose the 
perfect song for your big entrance.   
 
Interludes  
 
The rich variety of wedding traditions can encompass ring, candle, ribbon, butterfly, dove and tea ceremonies, as well 
as poetry or bible readings.  Appropriate music can enhance these moments.   
 
Signing of the Register  
 
In terms of wedding theatre the signing of the register is an intermission in proceedings.  You and your bridal party will 
need several minutes to sign the documents and perhaps a few minutes more as photographs are taken.  For your 
guests there is a gap in the action which my music fills, while also propelling the formal part of the wedding towards 
its conclusion.  There is often time for 2 or 3 pieces which can either vary in style or maintain a consistent mood.  
 
The Recessional  
 
The grand finale is when you are declared wife and husband. The recessional music at this point is a celebratory, 
joyous announcement of the marriage to accompany the cheering, applause and smiles of your family and guests.  
 
The Postlude  
 
Happy up-beat music continues during a postlude when you mingle with family and friends or form a receiving line 
directly after the conclusion of the ceremony. This typically lasts for 15 minutes before you and the bridal party depart 
for special photos, or everyone moves on to the next stŀƎŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŘŀȅΩǎ ŎŜƭŜōǊŀǘƛƻƴǎ.   
 
The Cocktail Hour  
 
While you are having photos taken your guests often stay at the ceremony location or move to a venue close by for 
pre-reception drinks and conversation. The full range of my repertoire is available to provide entertainment for all 
ages; from show tunes and classic pop to flamenco and popular jazz.

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The Reception Dinner

touches.  I can, for example, play a reprise of the processional song as you and your husband make your entrance to 
the restaurant or function-room, or in other ways tailor the music especially for you.  
 
The First Dance  
 
After the speeches you and your husband may well have the first dance.  I love providing the music for this 
wonderfully romantic moment and would suggest a rehearsal prior to the night.  
 
Location  
 
Outdoor weddings are becoming more popular every year.  My amplification provides a beautifully clear and 
consistent sound on the beach, in the garden or any outdoor location ς with or without mains power.  On a practical 
note an alternative venue in case of wet weather is a very good idea as is shade for your wedding guitarist!  Also, easy 
access and good nearby parking will be much appreciated by your guests.

 You may choose as many songs as you like from my extensive song list.  If you are unsure, feel free to ask for my 
advice on which songs are proven to work well at certain times during a wedding.  You may also specify genre or

 I perform indoors and outdoors (with or without mains power) using my own amplification equipment.   
 

 I begin to play 30 minutes before your ceremony begins and perform your processional song when you, the bride, 
make your big entrance and walk down the aisle.  

 
 I will then play during readings and elsewhere during the ceremony as you request, including the signing of the 

register. I will play your recessional song at the conclusion of your ceremony followed by 15 minutes of postlude 
music.  Have a look at my article (above) for more about live music during weddings.  
 

 I would be delighted to continue to entertain your guests during your cocktail hour or reception, or just during 
these parts of your wedding if you desire.  

 

 If you have special requests (songs not currently on my song list), I can arrange them into solo guitar instrumentals 
and perform them especially for your wedding.  The fee for this service includes a CD recording of the songs for you 
to keep as a unique and romantic wedding souvenir.  

 
 I am available to perform at your ceremony rehearsal (and /  or first dance rehearsal) within the Auckland 

metropolitan area or elsewhere by arrangement.
